Overview of overlapping topics for EuSANH
Science advice topics from the work plans 2010 of EuSANH member organizations of Belgium, Czech Republic, France, Germany, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland and the Netherlands have been compared. Also some topics DG Sanco is interested in have been included. The following section gives an overview of all the overlap that was found between these topics. This overview will be used as a basis for a workshop during the annual meeting in Warsaw, Poland on 29 April, 2010.
Some topics are on the agenda of an organization, others are being constructed and advisory reports have been written on some. Three boxes show the topics that have a great amount of overlap between many organizations and are therefore seen as candidate topics for a EuSANH expert group. 
By completing this overview with topics from your own organization more overlap could be found which could provide more opportunities for collaboration. Also information could be exchanged to prevent double work.
